Development

In June, thirty ORUMC membersfilled
out the Natural Church Development (also
known asNCD) survey againto seehow our
growth factors had changed. When the first
survey was done in March 2006, Our
Redeemer’ s strongest factorswere Empow-
ering L eadership and L oving Relationships.
Thelowest factor thenwasNeed-based Evan-
gelism. The NCD Team focused on strate-
gies and events to strengthen Need-based
Evangelism.

In July, the NCD Team received the
resultsfromtheJunesurvey. Wewerepleased
and excited to see that Need-based Evange-
lism had improved by 18 pointscompared to
the first survey. It reflects our efforts as a
congregation to provide activities for the
community and to invite our friends and
neighborstojoin us.

Our Redeemer’ shasworked together to
provideactivities—especially for familiesand
peopleconcerned about diversity. Thissum-
mer our family activitiesincluded family fish-
ing, Vacation Bible School and the Church
Picnic. We continued our Fear and Faith
Diversity seriesby showingthefilmInvisible
Children about the war and suffering of the
childreninUganda.

Empowering L eadershipisstill our stron-
gest factor. It reflects the connection within
the congregation — members who support

each other to achieve the spiritual potential
that God has for them.

But the focus going forward will be the
new characteristicsthat havethelowest score.
Because Need-based Evangelism went up,
two other factors are now minimum charac-
teristics. They are tied in ranking: Holistic
Small Groups and Passionate Spirituality.

As the name sounds, Hoalistic Small
Groups are groups where members can find
closecommunity, practical helpand spiritual
interaction. InadditiontodiscussingBiblical
texts, it’ sachancetoapply biblical insightsto
everyday living.

Passionate Spirituality isfaithlived with
commitment and enthusiasm. Itisoneof the
most difficult factorsto modify. However, a
churchthat practicesitsfaithwithfervor and
zeal, can accomplish much and that is our
goal.

Inthenext weeks, wewill beginworking
onnew plansand strategiesfor Small Groups
and Passionate Spirituality. If you would be
interestedinworkingwiththeNCD Teamor
just learning more about Natural Church
Development, please contact Pastor Bill or
me.
